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 The above graph shows the trend line of power generation of Big Hydropower projects for 

last 26 years in the basin, the trend-line shows diminishing generation from existing hydro 
power projects of Mula River Basin.   

 It shows that the per MW generation in 2010-11 (2.52) has dropped by a huge 43.75% from 
the highest per MW generation (4.48) achieved in the year 1985-86.
